My Dear Members,

It has been a real pleasure to be with you all these years and 

to share the progress of Buldana Urban. Our Society is well-

known in India and has now received recognition on the 

International level as well. Recently, the International Co-

operative Youth Alliance conducted its yearly meet in 

Buldana. Our MD, Dr. Sukesh Zanwar elected as Chairman 

of ICA (Youth Committee). Throughout these years, the 

Society has proven its noble intentions through its work 

which were well recognised at international level. This has 

indeed added feathers to our country’s cap. 

Last year, we at Buldana Urban had promised a foreign trip 

to our ‘achievers’. The target set was earning a profit of Rs. 

80 lac and above. Many of our Regional Managers along 

with the Branch Managers achieved this target. This 

prompted us to fulfill our promise. All the 75 managers 

achieving this target were sent on the Thailand tour.

Buldana Urban, which was established in 1986 with a mere 

capital of Rs. 12,000, has crossed the unbelievable sum of 

Rs. 2582 crores. As compared to the deposit last year, there 

is a huge leap of Rs. 554 crores. The Society has 

concentrated on the Gold Loan and Ware-House Receipt 

Loan, which are comparatively safer. This has indeed 

increased the profit level of the Society. Last year, we have 

distributed about 800 crore rupees towards Gold Loan and 

500 crore rupees towards Ware-House Receipt Loan. While 

increasing the profit level of the Society, this has also helped 

reduce the percentage of pending recovery. The NPA this 

year is 2.56%. With the newly opened 28 branches, the 

Society has more than 295 branches. Almost 200 of these 

branches are connected through core banking. The first 

branch in the state of Andhra Pradesh has been opened at 

Shri Tirupati. Bank of India and Union Bank of India has 

made it possible to disburse Ware-House Receipt Loan. The 

limit for the said loan this year was Rs. 600 crore.

Accordingly, all the roads in 

the village have been concretized. The drainage system is also well lined up now. Society has particularly paid 

attention towards the plantation and nurturing of plants in this area. Keeping with the yesteryears practise, the 

ambulance and hearse services are running on smoothly in the district of Buldana.

The Society had built a ‘bhaktaniwas’ in 2007 at Tirupati. Considering the grand response to it, the Society has 

further built two more ‘bhaktaniwas’. Yet, the continuous flow of devotees made it necessary to extend the facility. 

The Society has hence rented 2 buildings at Tirupati for the comfort of the devotees. More than 1 lac people have 

sought shelter in these ‘bhaktaniwas’ last year. On similar basis, a ‘bhaktaniwas’ was built at Shree Kshetra Mahur, 

though on a smaller scale. The huge response made it essential to extend the services there as well with bed and 

breakfast. 

It was not long back that we at Buldana Urban had decided to have a modest drama theater in Buldana. I am 

happy to see that we could keep our words. We are holding this Annual General Meeting in this newly built 

Drama Theater. Throughout the last year, many cultural programmes were arranged under this very same roof. 

The Government initiated-KEM Project was successfully launched last year at Undri and Deulgaon Mahi in 

Buldana. Considering the ever increasing number of the patients and the demand for blood in Buldana, we have 

started ‘Jeevan-Dhara’, a blood bank in Buldana. Fulfilling the demand for blood is a task before us and we will 

surely try to overcome it.

The Cooperative Training and Research Center at Shirdi is towards completion. The Society aims at conducting it 

on a full-fledge basis. 

Throughout the last year, the Society has received many rewards. ‘Gururatna Award’ at Nanded at the hands of 

Honourable Ex. Chief Minister Shri Ashok Chavan is the foremost of all these. The Society was also awarded at the 

National Coop. Union of India’s Cooperative Banks and Credit Societies Conference. Dr. Sukesh Zanwar 

recieved it on behalf of the Society. 

Buldana Urban now provides many facilities to its esteemed customers including RTGS and NEFT. 

Society had arranged ‘Bhagvat Saptah’ at Kanyakumari. More than 700 devotees from Maharashtra were able to 

attend the programme and listen to the preaching of Respected Kishorji Vyas alias Govind Deogiri Maharaj.

Representatives from countries like Russia, Nepal, Korea, China, Iran, Pakistan, Bhutan, Thailand, Philippines, 

Srilanka and Mangolia visited Buldana Urban. Most of the states of India have been sending their representatives 

to Buldana Urban as well. Many of the MBA students have selected the Society as their Research Project.

As informed by the management 
of the society no matter has been exclusively specified by the Central Registrar in respect of the society for the year under 
audit.    

d) the Balance Sheet and Statement of Profit and Loss dealt with by this Report are in agreement with the books of account.

e) On the basis of written representation received from the directors of the Society and taken on record by the Board of 
Directors, we report that none of the Directors is disqualified as on 31st   March 2013 from being appointed as Director in 
terms of Clause of  A sub-section 1 of Section 43 of the Multi-State Co-operative Societies Act, 2002.

f) In our opinion, the Balance Sheet and the Profit & Loss Account dealt with by this report comply with the Accounting 
Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India in so far as they apply to the Co-operative Society (Credit 
Div.) except the following:

 Prior Period Items (AS5): There is no practice of disclosing prior period items separately in the Profit & Loss Account as 
required by Accounting Standard – 5. Such amounts have been included in their natural heads of account and not separately 
disclosed in a manner that their impact on the financial results for the year can be perceived. The quantum is not 
ascertainable.

 Depreciation on fixed assets: (AS 6): Capital Subsidy received against construction from Nabard not deducted from cost 
while computing deprecation

 Employee Benefits (AS15): Separate disclosure of the employee benefits as laid down at the Accounting Standard (AS15) 
remains to be made in the financial statements.

 Accounting for Taxes on Income (AS22): The deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities arising out of the timing 
difference remain to be recognised in the financial statements.

 Financial Reporting Of Interest in Joint Venture (AS27): The disclosure requirements as laid down in the said standard 
remain to be adhered to, in totality.

In absence of adherence to the accounting standards mentioned above, its respective and total financial impact on the financial 
statements could not be perceived.

g) We further report that had the financial effect of Clause   1 and 15 of Appendix I forming part of this report been considered 
the Profit would have reduced by Rs. 79,87,314/-with corresponding reduction in Reserve Funds.(calculation sheet 
enclosed).
